Directions to Camp Alpine
441 US Highway 9 W, Alpine, NJ 07620:

From New York City:

Travel to the George Washington Bridge taking the upper level. Take your first exit on your right in
New Jersey (Palisades Pkwy. North). Travel for about 9 miles to exit 2 - Alpine Approach Road.
Follow the exit around under the Pkwy. to a traffic light (this will be Route 9W). Make a right hand
turn and travel north for about 1-1/4 miles. Alpine Scout Camp will be on your left hand side (just
after going under the wooden overpass). Proceed through the Main Parking Lot; Follow camp signs
to John C. Whitehead Dining Hall.

From Points in Upstate NY or New England:

Take the New York State Thruway South (if from New England take the Thruway north over the
Tappan Zee Bridge). Exit the NYS Thruway at Exit 13S to Palisades Parkway South. Follow
Palisades Parkway to Exit 3. Camp Entrance is directly in front of you as you exit. Proceed through
the Main Parking Lot. Follow camp signs to John C. Whitehead Dining Hall.

From Points South:

From southern or mid-New Jersey, you can take either the New Jersey Turnpike or Garden State
Pkwy. tolnterstate 80. Travel on 80 to the last exit before the George Washington Bridge toll (this will
be in Fort Lee). The exit will say Route 9 and Palisades Pkwy. You may then take either Route 9W
for 10 miles to Camp Alpine (it will be on your left), or get on to the Palisades Pkwy. and travel for
about 9 miles to exit 2 - Alpine Approach Road. Follow the exit around under the Pkwy. to a traffic
light (this will be Route 9W). Make a right hand turn and travel north for about 1-1/4 miles. Alpine
Scout Camp will be on your left hand side. Proceed through the Main Parking Lot; Follow camp
signs to John C. Whitehead Dining Hall.
